THE TRANSFIGURATION OF OUR LORD – FEBRUARY 19, 2012

What is the Divine Service? If you are new to Calvary, you may have never heard the term ‘Divine Service.’ As Lutherans, we believe that this hour of ‘worship’ is not based on our service to God, but His divine service to us. For a basic summary of what we believe is here occurring, please read hymn #602, “The Gifts Christ Freely Gives,” in our hymnal.
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The Sacrament of the Altar is the body and blood of our Lord Jesus Christ for us Christians to eat and drink, instituted by Christ Himself.  In addition to the unity of doctrine the Supper presupposes, St. Paul also writes in 1 Cor. 11 that he who communes without properly discerning the body and blood of Christ eats and drinks judgment upon himself. Therefore, in Christian love and for the safety of all, we ask all who are not members of a Lutheran Church-Missouri Synod congregation to refrain from communing until you have spoken with our pastor.
